Trolleys play a necessary role in gaining revenue for the Rail Industry in this financial climate. Customers prefer goods to be brought to them so they do not have to leave their seats and belongings unattended whilst travelling.

Trolley service adds a large amount of value to both the customer and the train operator.

Up to this point trolley design has been over looked, most are cumbersome, heavy, and the majority of them made from stainless steel. They have poor manoeuvrability and in many cases can damage the infrastructure of the train. 

Through the development of composite materials Sovereign On Line will be launching its new ‘Super Hybrid Trolley Range’, combining the strength and durability of metals with composite materials to achieve a light weight yet robust catering trolley.  The trolley has been designed to maximise sales areas, allowing the products to sell themselves.  

At Sovereign On Line we believe that ensuring that the trolley is easy to manoeuvre is the key to ensuring maximum sales.   With this in mind Sovereign On Line have partnered up with Onboardlogistics and their castor alignment system (CAS). Sovereign On Line and Onboard Logistics believe that this unique alignment system combined with our ‘Super Hybrid’ design will not only give the operator more control of the trolley but also aid in the reduction of damage to the trains. 

The manoeuvrability issues have been resolved and greatly improved upon by a contemporary 21st Century  integrated trolley braking system designed by an innovative Irish company Called Onboardlogistics. This trolley has a patented Castor Alignment System (CAS) which allows trolleys to easily manoeuvre in a confined space and in a straight line with minimal effort.

 Initially designed for the airline industry it allows control of castors just by pressing combined pedals fixing the castors into an aligned position. This allows the operator to easily direct the trolley in a straight line. Control over the trolley is gained by fixing the castors further from the operator and leaving those nearer, in swivel mode, giving directional control and eliminates drifting when the train tilts. One more press of a pedal brings the four castors back to swivel mode immediately allowing the operator easy movement in a confined space, or for stowing in a kitchen.

This new CAS trolley has smaller and more compact castors improving stability by lowering the centre of gravity, which in turn allows for a larger trolley volume giving increased capacity for goods.

Health and safety of both operator and passenger are improved on many levels.

Strain on pushing and pulling the trolley is greatly reduced and greater control by the operator minimises accidents with passengers and damage to train interiors..
Sovereign will be offering four types of ‘Super Hybrid’ trolleys:-

1. Super Hybrid Trolley for Water Urn and In-cup service.

2. Super Hybrid Trolley for Pump Pots offering filtered coffee.

3. Super Hybrid Trolley that can offer a mini soluble vend at seat.
